In force since January 2023, the NIS2 Directive strengthens
cybersecurity across the EU through harmonized security
standards, risk management, and reporting obligations.
It significantly expands the scope of companies affected
compared to the original NIS Directive.

One Directive — Numerous Sectors Affected

The NIS2 Directive applies to a wide range of sectors considered
essential or important for the functioning of society and the
economy. These include, among others, healthcare, digital
infrastructure, energy, transportation, manufacturing, finance,
and the food sector.

NIS2 applies to organizations in 18 critical sectors, listed in
Annex | and Annex || of the directive.

Note: Smaller businesses may also be in scope if classified by
Member States as high-risk, or if they are part of critical infrastruc-
ture or essential supply chains.
